Status Report – Dues and Expenses  

 

Balances as of November 30, 2025 were reported to the group. 
 

HOA Dues: 96 homeowners have paid their dues (72.73% participation rate. Since this report  another 

homeowner has paid their dues, which will bring the participation rate up to 73.48%. 
Some of the expenses incurred since our last quarterly meeting report are: 

• Insurance (a rebate check has been received) 

• Landscaping 

• Water bill (was higher than normal because of sprinkler repairs) 

• Postage stamps 
 

Of note, we continue to have issues with the current bank we are using and will be looking for another 

institution. 
 

Pecan Fall Fundraiser: The Pecan Fundraiser was a hit resulting in the best results ever!
